It's an
ancestral land to the Ho-Chunk nation,
and there are ancient burial grounds in
the park. The unique landscape was
created by a glacier during the last ice
age.

Designed by Alex Jordan Jr., it's a
tourist attraction consisting of
architecturally distinctive rooms,
streets, gardens, and stores. It's filled
with more knick-knacks and antiques
than you can imagine.
