American Bison

American Bison, called amerika yagyuu in
Japanese, are herbivore mammals that live for
12 to 20 years. While they still roam in almost
every state, bison are most commonly found
in the west. They're huge, and can weigh up
to 2,200 pounds!

American black bears, called amerika gumain
Japanese, are omnivore mammals native to
the US. We have to watch out while hiking or
camping in the woods, and there are even
bear-proof trash bags and bear bells, which
are used to alert bears to the presence of
humans.

Cougar (Mountain Lion)

Mountain Lions, called pyuuma in Japnaese,
are carnivore mammals known by many
names in English! Puma, cougar, panther,
catamount, mountain lion, and many other
names all refer to this big cat native to the
Americas.

Coyote

Coyotes, called koyoutein Japanese, are
omnivore mammals in the same family as
dogs and wolves. They're often called “wily” in
English, and have been personified as
tricksters similar to ancient legends of foxes,
or kitsune, in Japan.

Raccoon

Raccoons, called araigumain Japanese, are
omnivore mammals well known in the US for
eating just about anything. While considered
very cute in Japan, most Americans associate
raccoons with digging through dumpsters
and garbage bins for food.

Bald Eagle

Bald Eagles, called Aakutouchou in Japanese,
are carnivores, and are the national bird of the
United States! Appearing in places such as the
back of quarters and on the Great Seal of the
United States, they're considered majestic and
a symbol of patriotism and pride.

Gray Wolf

Gray wolves, called tairiku ookamiin
Japanese, are carnivore mammals that live in
packs. Though it was once thought that the
leader, or alpha, was the strongest or most
dominant member, further research has
shown that packs are usually families of
wolves, with parents leading their pups.
